1 Mini Fixtures Meeting 

 

 This was held at Haywards Heath RFC on 25 January 2010 (postponed due to 

weather from 11 January 2010).  This meeting incorporated the Youth Fixtures 

meeting and was adjudged a success.  It will be repeated as both a Minis and 

Youth Fixtures Meeting next year.  The provisional date is 17 January 2011 at 

19.30 at Haywards Heath RFC.  

 

2 Sussex Festivals 2010 

 

The Sussex closed regional festivals (East and West) were held on the due date 

(14 March 2010) at Eastbourne and Crawley respectively.  Brighton RFC and 

Crowborough provided finalists from the East festival.  Chichester, Haywards 

Heath and Pulborough provided finalists from the West festival. 

 

The inclusion of a ‘Plate’ competition within the festival structure was well 

received and the playing time-table ensured that all teams entering the regional 

events have a full schedule of rugby on the day.
